MSSC- The Transition Years, 1969-1975

We found this quaint property, called “Old Lock Fbavailable owned by some people in Indianapdlismmodore
John Hardiman and cohorts decided, that despitegylomwn to only 18 members, we would buy it for il
September 1968. MSSC borrowed $8K and we solcebugs bonds for part of the remainder. (It was pdidy
1973).

This property had the old lockmaster’s house @mé had been, for decades, a free recreationaf@ploical folk. We
believe we incurred their wrath by putting a pa&kxt cable across the access. Truth be told, theade was going to neetlich
refurbishing to become a clubhouse. About 3 dajsrbe violent thunderstorm in October, our treasud.T.Mefford, Jr., paid up a $15K
insurance policy on the structure. Well, eitheiGond'’s lightning or the help of hostile natives, filace burned to the ground. The only
remnants are those four concrete flowerpots otlteatlub now!

That set in motion the contract for and the avééldbnds for the steel Butler building that suffic®r our needs until 2008, 40 years.

We were uncertain about where the NW boundary wases out of protection, rented a bit of waterfrontwhich to install a launching
ramp for $45/year. That's where it is today.

The “African Queen” towed over the floating dockglhe new slough and although unsightly, unstabteumsafe (they were on Styrofoam
logs), they served to get the sailing program uwdgrfor a while.

After about a year, L.T. Hackworth supervised thastruction of some “permanent” docks for which piyéons were driven in by
sledgehammer by two small schoolboys, Ricky Wallttwadl Bruce Richards. Those docks lasted untilaega by the excellent marina
spearheaded by Horace Holland in 2000.

The Commaodores during this period were; 1969 Joardirhan, 1970 Bill Strain (engineer), 1971 Don IRraa (engineer), 1072 Norman
Sidebotham (engineer),

1973 George Wilkinson (dye expert), 1974 Wally &liiengineer), 1975 Dr. Paul Jacobs (research &ldpment). Wally Elliot initiated the
Commodore’s Regatta in his term.

Membership grew incrementally due to the attract®ss of the site and the annually sailing lessojept. There were fleets of Thistles, Day
Sailers, Sunfish and Open. The first “cruisers”dregppearing at the club around 1971 when Soutkt@déas, a Columbia 26 and 34,
Balboa 25, Santana 27 and Erickson 27 became féme assortment. We also acquired a safety boat.

Around 1971, one of our members started a sailldealership, which included the Alabama territonylfasers. These became instantly
popular and injected new interest and lifeblood ihie club. However, the best “shot in the arm”ewver received came in 1973 when a
whole group of young, enthusiastic and well-posiid sailors from Huntsville joined MSSC with thaemnsive fleet of 470’s! They were,
and continue to be a strong positive influence @S@.

Besides staging the DIYRA —recognized, traditicdDahfederate Admiral’ Regatta and the Little Ame'sd@up, the surge of interest and
capability in Lasers led to two other (then) impaitregattas; The Maze of Lasers (with 35 boatkérsecond event) and The Alabama
Laser Championship which initially attracted 25¢4¥ticipants from all over the SE including Ed f8ai

In 1973, George Wilkinson originated “The Liftedck& which has proved so important in communicativith, educating, and informing
and recognizing club members.

In June of 1975, all the land around MSSC (knowhlasstontown) came up for auction. It was impegativat we secure Lot H-29, which
included our ramp and foreshore extending a wayg$INE9 x average 300ft). This was done for $K2@t&ut $K10 more than we had
hoped. The bidding for the next important trac2%830 x 270ft), went out of MSSC’s reach and Mpidenbo bought it at $K25.
However, he claimed he was going to build a maaimé 36 mobile home sites on it and our board wafattked” into buying that tract and
F-27 (520 x 200ft) for $K50 to protect our longrteinterests. Fortunately, four wonderful memberM&SC agreed to buy 4, 100 foot lots
surveyed off from the eastern extremities for al#Kit0 each so MSSC was left with an indebtednessafnd $K40 for which, again,
some of the funds were raised with internal bonds.

So this tells the story of how we got to where weand some of the unusual and fateful circumstatic occurred along the way in
bringing us to what might be called “The ConsolidiatYears”.

There’s no telling what might next develop! But yzan be a catalyst to ensure that you engageivitast or promotions that are beneficial
to sailing and MSSC.
